Manipal Academy of Higher Education (MAHE)
is a global knowledge destination celebrating
six decades in education, educating more than
33,000 students from 57 countries. Students
have the largest number of courses to choose
from. There are over 354 programs offered
in 20 diverse disciplines being taught across
18 Institutions and 14 University Teaching
Departments.

Scholarships

International Admissions

Manipal Academy of Higher Education (MAHE)
is a home to the largest international population
in India for the last six decades. The University
has international academic collaborations
for twinning programs in medical, dental,
engineering and journalism with universities in
the United States, Australia, United Kingdom and
other countries.

15 per cent of the total seats for all programs is
allocated for Foreign/NRI category. This includes
Foreign citizens, Person of Indian Origin (PIO)
Card Holders, Overseas Citizen of India (OCI),
Non-Resident Indian (NRI) and NRI-sponsored
candidates (sponsored by NRI parents OR
brother/sister of parents* OR brother/sister of the
candidate* OR grandparents of the candidate*
OR spouse of the candidate*). The sponsorer
must be a foreign national or hold NRI status.

All admissions to UG & PG programs under
Foreign / NRI category, will be on a first-cum-
first-serve merit basis, subject to the candidate’s
performance in the 10+2 (for UG programs) /
Bachelor Degree (for PG programs) of India or
equivalent examination in addition to meeting
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the various eligibility requirements of respective
programs as stipulated by the regulatory bodies.
There will be no entrance examinations.

All General / Foreign / NRI admissions to UG
(MBBS / BDS) and PG (MD / MS / MDS / PG
Diploma) programs will be based on the rank
obtained in National Eligibility Cum Entrance Test
(NEET) and online counseling and seat allotment
by Directorate General of Health Services (DGHS)
/ Medical Counseling Committee (MCC).

All General / Foreign / NRI Candidates seeking
admission to UG (BArch) MUST qualify through a
recognized aptitude test in Architecture i.e., NATA

UNIVERSITY HOSTELS

Hostels are managed by a Hostel Management
Committee under the benign Chairpersonship of
Madam Vasanthi R Pai. Day to day management
is looked after by a full time Chief Warden assisted
by separate Hostel Wardens from the teaching
faculty. Chief Warden reports to the Registrar.

A. University Hostels - Health Science Campus

The hostel accommodation are of two types i.e.,
air conditioned and non-air conditioned. All
rooms are suitably furnished with a cot, mattress,
a study table, a chair and a cupboard for each
occupant. Besides uninterrupted electricity
and water supply, solar heated water is made
available during specific timings in the morning
and evening hours.

Hostels for Boys —
Non AC: New Bachelor Quarters (NBQ), Raman,
Nehru A, B & C Block, Rabindranath Tagore Block

AC: New International (B Block), Amartya Sen,
Charaka and a separate AC block with Single AC
rooms at NBQ Hostel.

Hostels for Girls —

Non AC: Sharada, New Sarojini (NSB), Rajaii,
Kamaraj, Indira, Sonia, and Postgraduate (PG),
Nehru Ladies

AC: OIld S Chandrashekar (centrally air
conditioned with single and double AC rooms),
New S Chandrashekar and New International
(centrally air conditioned with single AC rooms),
Nehru Ladies AC Hostel (single and double rooms
with window ACs) and in addition Sharada, Indira
and Sonia hostels have separate AC blocks with
single AC rooms.

A total of 31 blocks having 5420 seats in
single/double rooms with attached/common
bathrooms are available. First year students are
accommodated in separate designated hostels to
ensure no scope for ragging which, in any case,
is minimal. KMC medical students are housed
in separate Hostels (Nehru Hostel for boys and
Indira Hostel for girls) to meet with the MCI
regulations.
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Common Facilities

There are common reading rooms, TV rooms,
Water Coolers with Aquaguard. Sports and
gymnasium facilities have been provided centrally
at MARENA.

Mess/Cafeteria

The mess facility is run by two service
providers, viz. Chef-on-Wheels and SODEXO.
The messes are centrally located on campus
and around 1500 persons (regular dining
members and guests) can have food at one
time.

. It is compulsory for the students residing in the
hostels to join one of the messes. They also
have the option of switching from one vendor
to another on a monthly basis.

Management of Hostels

There is an efficient redressal system in place to
attend to any complaints from the students.

B. Engineering and Management Hostels

Manipal has grown into an international hub of
academic excellence with a very large number
of International and Indian student residents. A
very large number of students (approximately
8100) from 10 institutions across the campus
viz., MIT, FOA, SOC, SOM, SOIS, DOC, ICAS,
DOS, DES and MCPH reside in the Engineering &
Management Hostels at MIT Campus. Col CMS
Kalakoti is the Chief Warden for MIT Hostels.

Hostel

A happy mix of AC and Non AC single and
double rooms is available to suit the individual
requirements. MIT has a total of 27 hostel blocks
(16 boys block and 11 girls block) with nearly
45 Wardens (Male: 27 and Female: 18). These
hostels have a capacity of 8049 rooms of which
5718 are for boys and 2331 are for girls.

Common Facilities

The hostel provides a cot, a mattress, a study
table, a chair and a cupboard for each student.



A new hostel block (AC) 22 was added during
this year. Every hostel has 24 hour electricity
and water supply, solar heated water facility,
water cooler with Aqua guard filters, common
telephone, common TV room, washing machine
(ladies blocks only) etc.

All hostels have indoor games (carom, table
tennis, chess etc.) facilities and some hostels have
gymnasium, volley ball, basketball, throw ball,
badminton courts. Swimming Pool, basketball
courts, well lit stadium, football grounds and
hockey grounds are available for all.

Mess/Cafeteria

Excellent messing facilities (being provided by
Chef on Wheels) are available for all students
in different messes that is Food Court-1 / Food
Court- Il / Annapoorna / Aditya/ Ashraya /
Aradhana / Ananya Mess. Students can choose
to be a member of any one of these messes.
Membership in any one of these messes is
compulsory for all first year students in hostels.
Seniors can choose any Mess for availing these
facilities.

A new Food Court FC-2 has come up on campus
this year. This food court caters to 1500 students

at a time. With this, MIT has 3 Food Courts, 2
Boys’ mess and 3 Girls’ mess.

Management of Hostels

There is a dedicated team of officials and workers
to assure students have a comfortable stay and
help providing an ambience of ‘home away
from home’. We follow the dictum of ‘Pursuit of
Excellence’ in managing our hostels to make the
stay of our students memorable.

C. Hostels, Mangaluru

Over 2252 students are managed at the hostels
by the Chief Warden, Col P K Shetty, assisted
by his team of Wardens and support staff of the
respective hostels.

Hostels

Mangalore Hostels have single seater/double
seater/triple seater AC/non AC rooms for both
boys and girls in separate blocks. Sturrock Hostel
has single seater AC rooms, whereas Attavar,
Bejai, Nandagiri, Kaprigudda Annex ‘B’ and ‘C’
hostels have been partially converted into double
seater and single seater AC rooms.

In academic year 2018-19, 32 MBBS Foreign/
NRI students have been accommodated in AC
rooms in Bejai New Hostel. Segregation of hostels
has been made for MBBS students. Kaprigudda
Main Block Boys Hostel and Kaprigudda Annex
‘C’ Block Boys Hostel have been earmarked for
MBBS Boys students. Nandagiri Ladies Hostel
has been earmarked for MBBS girl students.
Falnir Hostel first and second floor have
been earmarked as Interns Ladies Hostel and

Kaprigudda ‘B’ Block has been earmarked for
Interns Boys. Falnir hostel third floor has been
earmarked as PG Ladies’ hostel and Kaprigudda
main block third and fourth floors have been
earmarked as PG Men's hostel.

The Allied Health Sciences (AHS) Girls Hostel has
been expanded to two blocks and has both AC
and Non-AC double and triple seater rooms.

MAHE, Manipal is an ISO 9001, 14001 and
50001 certified campus, following a series of
voluntary ISO standards on Quality, Environment
ond Energy Management Systems. The
Environment and Energy Policy is the guiding
document that enables the University to achieve
continual improvement over time. Consistent
efforts are made in implementing best practices
in the areas of waste management, air quality,
green cover, education and research, energy
and resource management. Strategies like use
of exam pads adopted; an electronic device for
examinations replacing conventional answer
scripts which has reduced 10240 metric tons (MT)
of carbon dioxide equivalent (CDE) emissions
which translates to 1000 trees saved from being
felled. Green energy use in campuses accounts
for 67 per cent of total consumption thus
reducing 54,829 MT of CDE emissions and self-
generated solar power prevents 1031 MT of CDE
emissions into the atmosphere. Efforts towards
water management and recycling has helped in
sustaining green cover throughout the year.

OFFICE OF INTERNATIONAL AFFAIRS AND COLLABORATIONS

Established in 2013 with a view to providing a
comprehensive service across the university in the
international arena, the Office of International
Affairs and Collaborations (OIAC) is headed
by a team of dedicated staff and supported
by the advisory council, a group of faculty
and administrators representing each of the
University’s 17 colleges plus other key academic
units.

The office provides a comprehensive and
unified framework within which all work in
the international arena can seamlessly be
achieved. Primarily responsible for providing
direction, assistance and synchronizing all of the
University’s international work, this office liaises
with overseas Institutions and Governments.
While providing this leadership role, the office
does recognize the importance of individual
initiatives, needs and innovativeness of faculty
and students across the University. Thus its primary
role is to coordinate the individual activities
through a central location, within the context of
a well thought out international strategic plan
and to facilitate the interrelated and concomitant
activities.
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The key focus of the office is to provide a
centralized location for helping the faculty staff
and students, affording the needed assistance
for all of their international work. Individual
decentralized colleges and schools will still
continue to pursue their individual interests
although they will be required to coordinate their
work through this central location. In short, while
the goal of the OIAC is to provide harmony,
the idea is to encourage academic associations
through creative partnerships and the central role
of the departments in this process thus assumes
an added dimension.

By promoting
intercultural competence, meticulous erudition
and acquisition of foreign languages, OIAC
should provide opportunities for academically
sound international experiences. It will also
administer student exchange programs with
partner institutions around the globe, in
conjunction with other bodies on campus.

Since its establishment, this office has been
providing critical services to the student body
in facilitating exchange programs with partner
institutions around the globe. The time spent by
these individuals range from a week to more than
a semester — both inbound and outbound. The

MAHE is already working on
these lines and working towards initiating strategic
partnership with University of New South Wales,
University of Wollongong, Maastricht University,
University of Chicago, Florida International
University, University of Groningen to name a
few.

The Rural Maternity & Child Welfare (RMCW)
Home was established by Late Dr TMA Pai, the

Dr TMA Pai Rotary Hospital, a 100-bedded unit,
has been providing quality healthcare to the
people at Karkala Taluk. Karkalais one of the three
talukas of Udupi District in coastal Karnataka and
has a population of about 3,00,000 spread over
the town and the surrounding villages numbering
around 75.

In view of demand and need of the people,
especially from rural areas, for affordable and
quality medical care, Rotary Club of Karkala
and Manipal Group took the initiative to set
up a healthcare facility at Karkala. In 1985,
Kasturba Hospital, Manipal in association with
Rotary Club started weekly outreach camps at
Karkala. The overwhelming response to camps
led to the formation of a Mother & Child Health
Hospital in this town in 1987 with 10 beds.
The hospital was expanded in several phases
over the years. In 2003, Ophthalmology unit
was started in association with Rotary club
which received a Rotary Foundation grant and
generous contributions from Philanthropists.
People belonging to almost all the villages of
the Taluk utilize the services of the Hospital. At
present, the hospital provides much needed
healthcare in Obstetrics, Gynecology, Pediatrics,
General Medicine, Cardiology, Dermatology,
ENT, Psychiatry, Orthopedic, Oncology and
Ophthalmology. This project is a classic model

of how private organizations like MAHE and
NGOs like Rotary Club and the community itself,
can come together to provide quality healthcare
to the needy people at an affordable cost.

Currently, Hospital provides 24 hours’ patient
service in Obstetrics & Gynecology, Pediatrics,
General Medicine and Ophthalmology. This
includes facilities like fully equipped operation
theaters and Labor rooms, Basic Neonatal
Intensive Care unit, contact lens clinic, 3D
Ultrasound, Laboratory, X-ray, ECG etc. The
Hospital provides weekly OPD services
Psychiatry, Clinical Psychology, Speech and
Hearing, Occupational Therapy, ENT, Oncology,
Orthopedics and Dermatology. A community
cardiology center is being established
association with Rotary club to take up noninvasive
cardiac screening using Echocardiography, ECG,
TMT and Holter. The digitalization of patient billing
and X-ray and also upgradation of laboratory
services have been completed. The Hospital gets
about 55,000 outpatients and 4000 in-patients
annually. Around 1000 child births occur in this
hospital per year. The Hospital is certified with
ISO 9001:2015 and 14001: 2015. The Hospital
is attached to Community Medicine Department,
KMC Manipal as Rural Health Training Centre
and imparts training to Medical undergraduate
students, interns and postgraduate students.

The Management had provided the medical
facilities to the members enrolled under the
special enrolment drive held exclusively for the
BPL families during the year 2017 as part of
the Golden Jubilee year celebration of KMC
Hospital, Attavara, Mangaluru. The same was
extended for the year 2018 as well. Further, this



opportunity was extended to other BPL families to
get enrolled under the said scheme thus taking
the total number of members covered under
this special drive to 52,312 families comprising
of 1,99,110 lives. No fee is charged for this
enrolment and is given free of cost.

The total membership base under Manipal
Arogya Suraksha for the year 2018 including the

above special group stood at 1,36,991 families
comprising of 4,89,680 lives.

About Institution:

MCOPS has come a long way since 1963. The
first program introduced was DPharm in 1963,
subsequently the BPharm in 1965.

All these programs conducted
at MCOPS have received the approvals and
extensions thereafter from both the AICTE and
PCl from the very beginning.

MCOPS has a Quality Improvement Centre,
sponsored by AICTE since 2005. This has enabled
teachers from other institutions to choose MCOPS
for pursuing their doctoral work. More than 85
per cent of the faculty members at MCOPS have
acquired PhDs and the remaining are working
on their doctoral degrees. Till date, MCOPS
has produced 178 PhD holders, 2144 research
publications in national or international journals
of repute, 1958 conference presentations, 20
books, and 9 patents. Besides, it has received
more than 30.06 crores grant-in-aid from
various funding sources. MCOPS research
potential is indexed by a phenomenal Scopus
record as follows; h-index of 61, Scopus indexed
publications of 1608, total citations of 20447,
and average citation per paper pegged at

12.716.

About Institution:

Department of Virus Research (DVR) was created
on 1 May 2010 by upgrading the virology
laboratory of the Department of Microbiology,
Kasturba Medical College, Manipal into a
University Department. Currently, DVR houses the
IDSP-Regional Reference Laboratory for Influenza
Virus and the DHR/ICMR Virus Research and
Diagnostic Laboratory- Grade |. DVR is also the
NVBDCP Apex Referral Laboratory for Dengue,
Japanese Encephalitis and Chikungunya; all of
which are Ministry of Health and Family Welfare
(MoHFW), Government of India supported
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programs. DVR is also one of the major facilities
for Zika Virus Diagnostics and surveillance in the
country.

DVR is Biosafety level 2+ (BSL-2+) laboratory
with state-of-the-art diagnostic facilities. A new
laboratory complex with BSL-3 suite is being
constructed and is expected to be operational
by 2020. DVR has facilities for identifying
more than hundred (100) different pathogens
including viruses, bacteria and parasites within
an average turnaround time of 24-48 hours. The
laboratory has the capacity to diagnose various
viral diseases using techniques such as Serology,
Polymerase Chain Reaction, sequencing, Next
Generation Sequencing (NGS) and Luminex
multiplex serology.

The centre also enjoys excellent working
relationship with National, State and District
Public health services. DVR has strong



collaborations with international institutions like
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC), Atlanta, USA; World Health Organization
(WHQ) South East Asia Regional Office (SEARO),
New Delhi; WHO Collaborating Centre for
Influenza Reference and Research at the Victorian
Infectious Diseases Reference Laboratory (VIDRL),
Melbourne, Australic and The Public Health
England (PHE), Colindale, UK. DVR has the
uniqueness of hosting a public service program
on a private platform and in the short span of
time it has proven to be one of the best public
private partnership in the development of public

Apart from disease diagnostics, DVR supports the
state and national health services for outbreak
investigation and disease surveillance activities.
DVR has been instrumental in confirming more
than 150 viral outbreaks. Students get to involve
in the various research activities in the department
including community based studies and outbreak
investigations.

The Centre also houses the American Society
of Microbiology-Bio Resource Centre, which
provides offline as well as online access to books,
journals and other scientific study materials
in microbiology, public health, biosafety and

health infrastructure in the country.
